The latest USDA report showed US production for 2022-23 is 
forecast to drop to 12.6 million bales, which would be the lowest 
level since 2009-10, due to drought, particularly in Texas, which 
typically accounts for more than half of the US plantings. The 
USDA also lowered its global cotton production outlook by 3.1 
million bales and consumption by 800,000 bales. In India, 
another leading producing country, heavy rains, and pests 
have cut into cotton crops so much that the nation is importing 
supplies. This year's projection of production has come down to 
31.5 million bales while consumption is 34.5 million bales.

The tracking of cotton trends is not easily predictable based on the current 
economy, as well as other factors such as sporadic weather, and the supply 
and demand in the industry. Our cotton forecasts help to provide our partners 
and clients with up-to-date information about what is happening at the very 
foundation of Global Impex USA.

Weather Effects
In many cotton producing states, we are noticing that there is a heavy, steady 
rainfall that will hit these areas over the course of the next few weeks. Keeping 
a close eye on this weather is imperative, as it can prove helpful for cotton 
growth, but too much rainfall can also be harmful to the crop as well.

Due to the weather, and economical weaknesses globally, there has been 
a price reduction in both cotton and yarn. Yarn is just a cause-and-effect 
situation of the cotton pricing dropping; there is no demand from either 
domestic or export markets.

Worldwide Effects
There is an American and European ban on textile products from Xinjiang. 
In China, there has been heavy production lost due to COVID-19 lock-down 
issues. We are also finding that Spinning Mills are being closed due to 
spinning disparities and the tough accessibility to cotton. This will remain 
until pricing for cotton and yarn is back viable.

The Numbers
Lately, sowing has crossed 12.6 million hectares, with the new season bringing 
around 375 lac bales. The previous season had arrivals of between 10,000 and 
11,0000 bales per day.



Ocean freight market update & forecast for 2022
Severe congestion is the main reason for higher-than-normal rates – even 
with the decreases seen this year. 

Poor schedule reliability as well as labor shortages have kept congestion a 
major problem for European hubs despite falling volumes. Labor disputes 
also continue to cause disruptions and delays, with the recent port worker 
strike in the UK the latest and potentially biggest example. 
- Global freight rates fell 8% to $5,682/FEU in August as demand continues 

to slow. 
As prices this time last year were nearly at their September peak, the current 
rate is 45% lower than its level a year ago, though still nearly quadruple the 
pre-pandemic norm.
- Asia – US West Coast prices fell 18% in August to $5,405/FEU, the lowest 

level since March 2021.
This rate is more than 70% lower than last August when prices were 
approaching their record high of more than $20K set in early September. 
- Asia – Europe rates were stable in August, ticking up 3% to $9,929/FEU.
This is 28% lower than a year ago but nearly 7X higher than its 2019 level.
- Asia – US East Coast rates fell 12% to $9,073/FEU, and are 55% lower 

than last August, but are “only” 45% lower than at the start of the year 
compared to a 63% drop for the West Coast.

Worsening congestion on the US East Coast may help explain why the 
transpacific rate drop on this lane has not been as steep as the West Coast 
price decrease. Prices are still about 3.5 times higher than in August 2019. 

Finally, though labor negotiations on the US West Coast are reportedly 
making progress, new labor issues that could affect logistics are developing 
in Europe and among Canadian and US rail workers. These could cause a 
strain on supply chains and potentially push rates up once again.
